1. (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or 
participate in any irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises. 
 
    (2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, 
or substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of 
alcohol for consumption on the premises -   
 
          (a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or 
encourage, individuals to -  
 
                     (i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or 
supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is 
authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or 
 
                     (ii) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise); 
 
          (b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or 
discounted fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which 
carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

1. A relevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the 
premises for a price which is less than the permitted price. 
 
2. For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1- 
 
    (a)  "duty" is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979 
 
    (b)  "permitted price" is the price found by applying the formula—  P= D + (D x V) 
 
where -  
          (i) P is the permitted price, 
          (ii) D is the amount of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were 
charged on the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol, and  
          (iii) V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the value 
added tax were charged on the date of the sale or supply  of the alcohol; 
 
(c)  "relevant person" means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a 
premises licence - 
 
          (i) the holder of the premises licence, 
          (ii) the designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or 
          (iii) the personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under such a 
licence; 
 
(d)  "relevant person" means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a club

(b) at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or his 
personal licence is suspended.

CCTV shall be installed and operational within the premises at all times the premises is open to the 
public. This system will meet the requirements of the Police Licensing Authority. 
 
CCTV images will be kept for a minimum of 28 days and will be made available in a retrievable and 
viewable format (cd/DVD) when requested by a Police officer or Local Authority Licensing Officer. 
 
The Premises will keep and maintain an up to date Refusals/Incident book 
 
The Refusals/Incident book will record any incident or refusal to sell alcohol and any record shall 
include the following information:- 
 
a) Date and time of the incident 
b) The item refused 
c) The reason for refusal 
d) the name or description of the person refused 
 
The Refusals/Incident book will be made available to any Police Officer, Local Authority Licensing 
Officer or Trading Standards Officer upon request. 
 
The sale of alcohol will be refused if there are grounds to believe the sale will result in crime or 
disorder.  
 
The sale of alcohol will be refused to any person who is, or is believed likely to cause, public nuisance 
in or around the vicinity of the premises. 
 
All deliveries and refuse collections from the premises will be made during daytime hours.  
 
All staff will be trained in the sale of age related products (as per guidance from Trading Standards or 
any guidance which supercedes it). 
 
Training records will be kept on the premises for a minimum of 12 months and made available to any 
authorised officer upon request. 
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Refresher training will be given to staff every 6 months if there is a change in relevant legislation. 
 
Only PASS approved or photographic ID such as valid UK passport or driving licence will be accepted 
as suitable proof of age.  
 
A refusals register will be maintained at the premises, records of this will be kept for no less than 
twelve months and will be made available to an authorised officer upon request. The register will be 
signed off by the DPS, duty manager at least once a week to ensure all members of staff are using it. 
 
The premises shall adopt a 'Challenge 25' policy and appropriate signage will be prominently 
displayed at the premises.
