Street Trading Policy for public consultation. The consultation period was
open from 10 February until 13 March 2021 The report was made available
on the Maidstone Council consultation webpage and social media channels.
Residents who have signed up for consultation reminders were notified and in
addition current street traders were e-mailed and notified of the consultation.

2.2 There were 285 responses received during the consultation, and the
consultation report is attached as Appendix 1. Overall there has been broad
support to the policy and the majority of respondents agreed in favour of the
questions asked. Officers have reviewed the respondents’ comments and
responses can be found in the table at Appendix 2.
